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	Tasks I must do:

	Reading 
Read your reading book, or any other book, magazine etc.
AFTER reading, ask an adult to write in your planner. Remember you could be in with a chance to be your class READING CHAMPION if you read 3 or more times in a week
	Spelling
Write sentences with your spelling words and use look, say, cover, write and check to practise them.
	Times tables
Practise your times tables. You can chant them, write them down or get a family member to quiz you! Remember to use Time Table Rockstars too!

	Exploration options
You can choose to do as many of these as you’d like or if you can think of anything else you can do then feel free

	Go on a walk and take photographs of as many different animals and their habitats as you can or when you get home write a list of everything you have seen. 
	Find an artist that creates animal art, can you recreate one of their pieces of work or create something inspired by their work. 
	Read lots of different poems about animals. Find your favourite and tell your teacher and your class why it is your favourite. 

	Construct a food chain - identifying producers, predators and prey.
	Create a fact file about one of your favourite animals – what does it look like? What does it eat? Where does it live? Etc. 
	Have a look around your kitchen what are your favourite foods? Where does the food come from? Mark on a world map all the places that your favourite food comes from. 

	Write a book review of a book where an animal  is the main character to be displayed in the class reading corner.
	Create a bird feeder from recycled materials for your garden or the school grounds. What birds are attracted to it?
