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The use of computers and computer systems is an integral part of the National Curriculum and knowing how they work is a key life skill. At Summerfields Primary we recognise that pupils are entitled to a broad and balanced computing education with a structure, progressive, approach to learning how computer systems work, the use of IT and the skills necessary to become digitally literate and participate fully in the modern world. Our computing curriculum is designed to equip children with the skills and understanding to live in a technological world, this includes being able to use a variety of computer software and coding programmes and there is an emphasis on the importance of Online Safety for all year groups.
The school’s aims are to:

· Provide a broad, balanced, challenging and enjoyable curriculum for all pupils
· Develop pupil’s computational thinking skills that will benefit them throughout their lives
· Respond to new developments in technology 
· Equip pupils with confidence and skills to use digital tools and technology 
· Enhance and enrich their learning in all areas of the curriculum 
· Develop the understanding of how to use computers and digital tools safely and responsibly
Early Years

In EYFS, we provide the children with a braod, play-based experiences of computing in a range of contexts. Computing is not just about computers, but the learning environment features scenarios based on experiences in the real world, such as role play. They are exposed to a range of enjoyable activities based around computational thinking concepts and approaches. These help teach pupils the necessary problem-solving skills needed for everyday life. We use Barefoot, computing at school (Early Years | EN | Barefoot Computing) to help ensure coverage. 
Key Stage One and Two 

The school uses the Teach Computing Curriculum - http://teachcomputing.org/Curriculum -which fully meets the objectives of the National Curriculum and allows clear progression in computing 

Implementation 

Pupils will 
· develop an understanding of uses, importance and limitations of computing
·  have regular and equal access to a broad and balanced computing experience across the whole curriculum
· develop a positive attitude to computing and develop their computing capability through both independent and collaborative working
· take charge of their learning and become independent in their use of technology
· use computing to support, extend and enhance their learning.
· have a regular taught computing input ( both stand alone lessons as well as integrated throughout the curriculum) with equal opportunity to develop their computing capability
Teachers will 
· ensure progression in the development of pupils’ computing capability, planning will be based on the Teach Computing program of study
· ensure that all 3 strands are computing (Computer science, Information Technology and Digital literacy) are covered and run throughout their teaching 
· ensure computing will be included at all levels of curriculum planning to support, extend and enhance teaching and learning
· ensure computing work will be differentiated by groupings, work set, provision of additional support and extension activities where appropriate
· include computing into Literacy and Numeracy, where appropriate
· ensure pupils’ computing capability will be monitored and assessed according to the Teach Computing curriculum
· make sure teaching and recording is done through a variety of formats and styles

· evaluate, review and continue to improve the effectiveness of computing in their classroom

Impact
After the implementation of the computing curriculum, pupils should leave Summerfields Primary Academy equipped with a range of skills to enable them to succeed in their secondary education and beyond and be active participants in the ever-changing digital world. They will be critical thinkers and be able to make informed, appropriate and safe digital choices in the future. Pupils will be aware of online safety issues and protcols and be able to deal with any problems in a responsible and appropriate manner.
