	Cycle A - Exploration 1 – Ks1
Who do you think you are? 
Throughout the exploration, children learn about themselves, exploring their own uniqueness, value and place in the world. They learn about their self-identity and sense of belonging within their family tree, thinking about themselves as humans including similarities and differences within the human race. They learn about the Geographical features of their local area and wider while exploring the idea of themselves as part of a community to answer the question of who they think they are.

Children will build on their knowledge of self-identity and belonging to explore fairness and inequality, the uneven sharing of power, how some people are excluded from decision-making and the positive and negative impact of people’s actions in the world.

	Answer Guideline:
Assessment at each stage will allow children to show their learning in relation to the spaced question.
Assessment of children’s learning can be gained from oral discussion and writing, but must also be gained through curriculum activities such as worksheets, quizzes and short tests etc. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]This ensures that children who struggle to express their learning through speaking or writing are not at a disadvantage when expressing their learning in relation to the taught curriculum objectives.    
	Yr1 – Understands that they are animals and a mammal as opposed to a fish, an amphibian, a bird, a reptile or an invertebrate. Knows that they are a mammal by identifying and comparing parts of the body and explaining that different animals can be carnivores, herbivores or omnivores. Understands their family tree and their position within the family with understanding of family relationships (grandma is mother of mother; uncle is brother of mother, etc) and identifies who is special to them and who looks after them if they are worried. Understands that families can look different and respects this. 
Yr2 – Knows that animals need air, water, food and shelter to survive, explaining this in relation to themselves and other animals. Understands why it is important for animals to grow and have offspring, discussing life cycles of animals and relating this knowledge to their own family tree and life. Identifies who is special to them and who looks after them if they are worried. Understands that families can look different and respects this. 
	Yr1 – Says their address including village, town and country. Describes own locality using geographical words and pictures of: key local physical features such as church, farm, shop; local flora and fauna indigenous to locality; weather patterns including the names of basic cloud formation; and human features such as jobs, explaining what they like and dislike throughout. Names England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland as the 4 countries of the UK, naming their capital cities as London, Edinburgh, Cardiff and Belfast, naming some other main towns of the UK and recognising the countries’ national flag. Recognises sycamore and oak trees, forget-me-nots and foxgloves, foxes, hedgehogs, squirrels, badgers, robins, magpies and owls.
Yr2 – Finds where they live using maps of the UK and 2 figure grid reference, aerial images, maps and atlases. Develops description of locality to include features such as forest, hill, mountain, valley ect, stating what they like and dislike. Names main towns and cities of the UK such as Birmingham, Glasgow, Liverpool, Newcastle, Bristol, Southampton, Derry etc. Recognises horse chestnut trees, cornflowers, roe deers, beavers, otters, wood pigeons and sparrows.
	Yr1 – Names similarities and differences between common animals including mammals, fish, amphibians, birds, reptiles and invertebrates by describing parts of the bodies and diet. Knows that families look different: some children will only have one parent, have step families, have same sex parents, be adopted, be only children or have siblings, that some members of the family may have died etc. Explains how their locality is similar and different to others in relation to a village, a town and a city, and describes key physical features (river, hill, trees, wildlife, farm, shop, factory, house and flat) of each locality including comparing places of worship and discussing that there are different religions within UK. Explains how they have changed and how the locality has changed spotting old and new things in a picture. 
Yr2 – Names all similarities and differences as Yr1 developing explanations to include how different animals including humans gain air, water, food and shelter to survive. Develops understanding of different family structures to explain different life cycles. Explains how their locality is similar and different to others not near school in relation to a village, a town and a city, and describes key physical features (landscape, homes, facilities and buildings) and human features (jobs) of each locality including comparing places of worship and understanding some different religions within UK. Explains how their locality was different in the past, using a range of appropriate words and phrases to give examples and talk to older people about the locality.  
	Ks1 – Explains how being a mammal is special; how their bodies work is special; they are special to their family and their relatives make them look the way they do which is unique; their beliefs make them special; their locality is special as it helps their family, friends and neighbours to work and live well; how the local trees and wildlife makes where they live special.
Yr2 – As Yr1 with development to explain how our bodies are special for survival and life cycles; how locality is special compared to others. Explains how the locality can be spoiled or made better.

	Ks1 – Brings all their learning together to explain what they are, what they look like, how they live with their families, what they believe in, where they live and their history contributes to who they are as a person and their sense of belonging. Discusses how humans are made the same in terms of their bodies but are all different as a result of their families, their beliefs and where they live. Discusses how it’s good that we are all different and it’s important to keep your beliefs (sense of identity) and feel that you belong, while looking after each other and the places we live. Eventually bring all scientific, geographical , historical and global learning together to answer the question “Who do you think you are?”

	[image: ]Through the non-linear story “Voices in the park” by Anthony Browne, pupils will explore the different voices of the different people and animals in the text. They will explore their own setting and think about the different people within it, imagining how their voices/thoughts might be different to each other’s. They will begin to think about how we might judge others and how others may judge us on how we look. 
	[image: ]Through the BAME book “Hair Love” by Matthew A Cherry, pupils will begin to think about what makes people similar and what makes people different. They will begin to explore how culture impacts on what you look like and your features.
	[image: ]Through the migration strand book “Beegu” by Alexis Deacon, pupils will explore a sense of self-identity and belonging. They will discuss how Beegu feels lost in a different place and how a sense of not belonging can make us feel uncomfortable. They will explore how Beegu is similar and different to themselves and what is special and unique about her, understanding how people who are different can accept each other’s differences and be good friends.

	[image: ]Through the BAME themes book “Donovan’s big day” by Leslea Newman, pupils will explore the nature of families, how each family can be different and what true family means. 
	[image: ] Through the strong female strand book “Rosie Revere, Engineer” by Andrea Beaty, pupils consider their strengths and uniqueness.
	[image: ]Through the migration/belonging themed book “The Silence Seeker” by Ben Morley, pupils will build on their learning through Beegu in Yr1 to further explore a sense of self-identity and belonging. Again, they will consider how the character feels lost having moved to a different place, how people are similar and different and develop their understanding of other people’s culture. They will begin to explore the plight of refugees and begin to think about how different cultures travel around the world, and what they themselves can learn from the different cultures that they encounter.

	[image: ]Carl Linnaeus was a Swedish botanist and zoologist who lived from 1707 to 1778. He was the first person to classify animals and plants.
	[image: ]Aristotle was a Greek philosopher who lived from 384 -322 BC. He first classified animals into blood animals (vertebrates) and non-blood animals (invertebrates)
	[image: ]Charles Henry Turner was an American Zoologist who lived from 1867-1923. He was best known for his studies on the behaviour of insects, particularly bees and ants. He was the first person to discover that bees could see colour patterns in order to remember where pollen was.
	[image: ]Dian Fossey was an American zoologist who lived from 1932-1985. She studied mountain gorillas extensively and wrote the book “Gorillas in the mist”. She was key in identifying how primates behave and live in family groups.
	[image: ]Helen Keller lived from 1880-1968. She was born in Alabama, America and lost both her sight and hearing when she was 19 months old. Despite this, Helen earned a degree, was a prolific writer and travelled the world advocating for disabled people’s rights.

Children will build on their Ks1 knowledge to use a 4 figure grid reference and basic OS map symbols to name and UK islands and European countries/flags/capital cities. They will learn how to plot NSEW on a map, recognising all 8 points of the compass and make accurate measurements. They will develop their knowledge of physical features to learn about volcanoes, earthquakes and main features of locations within Europe. They will develop their knowledge of human features to learn about lives of people in locations within Europe thinking about different ethnic groups and why people travel to live in different places.
UKs2
Children will then build on all previous knowledge again to use a range of resources including scaled maps and atlases to name and locate the equator/tropics of Cancer and Capricorn/Arctic and Antarctic circles, continents and countries of the world/capital cities/flags. They will develop their knowledge of physical features to learn about oceans, rivers, mountains, deserts and time zones of the world. They will develop their knowledge of human features to learn about land use and economics.

Cornwall (Cornish: Kernow)
Cornwall is a county in the far south west of England in the UK. It has all the same human features as Barnsley, but it also has lots of hotels, campsites and shops for tourists. Truro is the only city and has the cathedral of the Diocese of Truro. Cornwall is split from Devon by the River Tamar.  Some people in Cornwall have revived Cornish, a very old recently extinct Celtic language. Tintagel Castle is on the north coast of Cornwall. Falmouth harbour is one of the largest natural harbours in the world. Newquay is one of the larger holiday resorts and popular with surfers. 

 Royston/Barnsley
Royston is a village in Barnsley. It has shops, fast food outlets, sports clubs and sports centres, leisure centre, library, parks, schools, houses amd churches. Barnsley is larger than Royston. It is a town near the city of Sheffield in the county of South Yorkshire. Barnsley is in the North of England. It has more shops, offices and houses than Royston. It has a large river called the river Dearne. It has factories and industry. It doesn’t have many fields in the town centre but there are lots of fields, hills and even mountains (High Stones, Higger Tor) in South Yorkshire. Many people work in factories, shops and offices in the towns, and they work on farms in the countryside. There is also a hospital, a police station and a fire station in Barnsley where people work to help other people. In the past, many people in Barnsley worked in coal mines such as Monkton colliery.

* to use a specific source, such as an information bookRoyston, Barnsley was recorded in the Domesday Book as Rorestone which originally meant Roarr’s farm or settlement (Roarr’s tun). Royston was originally a farming village, but during the Industrial Revolution (1790’s), it grew with the building of a canal and railway (both are now disused).
Coal mining was very popular in Barnsley, and Royston had a colliery called Monckton Colliery which is now the site of Rabbit Ings country park and home to all 5 species of British owls. 

	Lks2 
Children will build on their Ks1 knowledge to explore local history in relation to communities and significant aspects of work within the locality such as coal mining and steel works. They will build on their skills in relation to using different sources of information to explore what life in Royston, Barnsley and the UK was like in the past and how these events help to shape our lives today.
UKs2
Children will then build on all previous knowledge again to use a range of historical sources to explore the local cultures and diversity within the local area. They will explore where these cultures were first introduced to Europe from across the globe comparing different historical periods and thinking about how cultures, including British culture, has had a major influence on world history and shaped countries.

If the information comes from somebody or thing which was at the event (diary, photo, newspaper, artefact, video, letter etc) then this is a primary source. If the information comes from after the event by someone who was not there (newspaper, biography, recount), then this is a secondary source.
Cornwall was also famous for piracy and smuggling during the Elizabethan era. It was the job of the wrecker to prey on ships passing Cornwall’s rocky coastline. Many boats could be easily hidden in the many coves and inlets, which also made for great hiding places for smuggled goods. Cornwall was so famous for pirates that the accent is now universally recognised as the voice of a pirate. Many famous pirates traded from Cornwall including Edward Teach, better known as Blackbeard, who died in 1718.
Cornwall was famous for its tin mines in the 1700’s and supplied much of England during the Middle Ages.
The way our grandparents travelled was different to how we travel today, and technology was very different. Not many people had fridges, t.v’s or phones in their homes until 1960’s
The church in Royston (St John’s) was built in 1234 when Henry 3rd was on the throne and the crusades were happening. It has a clock, a sundial and a ring of 8 bells. It is one of a few churches in England with an oriel window and was used as a navigational landmark for travellers.
An Oriel window is a form of bay window which protrudes from the main wall of a building but does not reach the ground.
It has been found that people of Royston have a slightly different accent from other villages in Barnsley. This is due to people from the Midlands coming to work at Monckton colliery when their mines were closed. 
Barnsley used to make linen, coal, glass and textiles. Due to its mining communities, it has a tradition of brass bands. It was called Berneslai in the Domesday Book originating from the Saxon words for barn and field (Berne Lay)

	[image: ]Stephen Wiltshire, an architectural illustrator, is an artist who draws detailed cityscapes which include landmarks from around the UK and Europe. His drawings are popular all over the world, and are held in a number of important art collections and museums. He was born in 1974 in London to West Indian parents. As a child, he was mute and did not relate to other people. Living in a world with no communication, he began to draw. Aged 3 he was diagnosed with autism, and aged 7, he sold his first piece of artwork. He was awarded an MBE for services to the art world in 2006.
Pablo Picasso is one of the most famous artists of the 21st century. He likes to experiment and try out lots of new ideas. Picasso was born in Malaga in Spain in 1881, but in 1904 when he was 23, he moved to Paris. This was because Paris was capital of the avant-garde, which means cutting-edge! Picasso became friends with lots of artists and writers, like George Braque, who he invented Cubism with. He became interested in art from other continents and you can see some of these influences in his paintings.

Cubism is when the artist paints an object, like a bottle, from lots of different angles all in the same picture. So you see the front, the back and the sides of the bottle at the same time!
