	Answer Guideline:
Assessment at each stage will allow children to show their learning in relation to the spaced question.
Assessment of children’s learning can be gained from oral discussion and writing, but must also be gained through curriculum activities such as worksheets, quizzes and short tests etc. 
This ensures that children who struggle to express their learning through speaking or writing are not at a disadvantage when expressing their learning in relation to the taught curriculum objectives.    
	The Great Fire of London was a fire, which swept through London from the 2nd to the 6th of September 1666. The fire started shortly after midnight on Sunday 2nd at Thomas Farriner’s bakery in Pudding Lane, and spread rapidly through the medieval city of London inside the old Roman wall. The Mayor, Sir Thomas Bloodworth, did not make a decision quickly enough and didn’t want to use the King’s (Charles II) soldiers to help due to not trusting his father, so the fire spread further. However, as Bloodworth fled the city, the king took control creating teams of firefighters and creating firebreaks by blowing up houses. However, the fire still took St.Paul’s cathedral due to the wooden scaffolding due to its ongoing restoration by Christopher Wren
It destroyed 13000 houses and the whole event was recorded by Samuel Pepys (who buried his wine and parmesan cheese in the garden to protect it) in his diary. 

	London was an overcrowded warren of narrow, winding, cobbled alleys. The houses were made of wood with thatched roofs. They were 6 or 7 stories and the upper floors projected out over the lower – this meant that the upper floors nearly touched across the narrow streets. 
London had experienced many fires in the past and had banned thatch roofing, but these materials were cheap and were still used in the poorer parts of the city where buildings were unregulated. The only buildings made of stone were where the wealthy people lived. In the poor areas, there was also work places, which were fire hazards – these were illegal but no-one cared in the poorer areas. 
Along the river, there were paper shacks of the poorest and in cellars, gunpowder was stored in wooden barrels. 
London had been a Roman settlement for 400 years and had become crowded within the city wall, which was built to defend the city, but acted as a barrier to people trying to flee the fire. 
There was no fire brigade and it was usually left to volunteers to gather ladders, buckets, axes and “firehooks” for pulling houses down to create fire breaks. However due to the mayor not making a decision, no one acted.  
There was a high wind.
	The fire got rid of cramped areas of poverty for new, more modern housing constructed of brick and stone rather than medieval housing. Building regulations came into force and modern architecture was allowed within the city – Christopher wren – St. Paul’s cathedral 
There was the birth of home insurance (the fire office) in 1667 and the creation of a fire brigade
King Charles II decreed that all other cities and towns had to receive homeless people enabling work opportunities elsewhere in the country.
There were improvements of hygiene and safety – wider streets, open and accessible river with no houses on the edge. 
No outbreaks of plague after the fire – thought to have killed the rats and slum like conditions, which contributed to the disease spreading. 
	By insisting on the same conditions for everyone, rich or poor, we can make sure that everyone is safe and healthy – not just the rich people, or one group of people in the future. 
By being brave, decisive and taking action, we can help people quicker and shape their futures better. 
By working together, we can overcome the biggest challenges and know that something great can come out of something bad, and that the future can be better than before.
