	Answer Guideline:
Assessment at each stage will allow children to show their learning in relation to the spaced question.
Assessment of children’s learning can be gained from oral discussion and writing, but must also be gained through curriculum activities such as worksheets, quizzes and short tests etc. 
This ensures that children who struggle to express their learning through speaking or writing are not at a disadvantage when expressing their learning in relation to the taught curriculum objectives.    
	The Romans were a people founded in mainland Europe within the area now known as Italy. At the height of the Roman Empire, it spanned many modern countries including England, Wales, France, Spain, Portugal, Belgium, Switzerland, Austria, Romania, Greece, Israel, Tunisia, Morocco and Egypt. The Roman Empire controlled for nearly 2 millenia from 509BC to 1453 AD.  When the Roman army conquered a region, it expelled the defeated people from the best land, creating colonies for Roman settlers. Surveyors from Rome would arrive to divide the land into units where a town would be built with a protective wall around the outside. These colonies would always follow the same pattern with a Forum at the centre, a basilica (court of law), a curia (for the local senate to meet) and a variety of Roman temples. A road would also be built to link the colony with other Roman colonies. This helped with trade as well as easy access for troops to deal with rebellions. Land would be given to Roman soldiers to make sure the land was protected. When colonies were linked together, a senator would be sent from Rome to rule the province, administer law and collect taxes. It is estimated that in the second century AD about 54 million people lived in the Roman Empire.
	55BC – Julius Caesar, the Emperor of Rome, visits Britain but does not conquer its people. 
43AD – Emperor Claudius sends an army to begin the invasion of Britain
44AD - Roman legionaries defeat Britons in a battle at Maiden Castle Dorset
50AD – Roman towns begin to grow in places such as Dorchester, Colchester, St. Albans and London
60-61AD – Queen Boudicca of the Iceni tribe leads a rebellion against Roman rule. It is eventually put down and Boudicca is killed
78AD – Roman legions complete the conquest of Wales
80AD – The Romans complete a network of roads across Britain
122-129AD – Hadrian’s Wall is built near the border of Scotland from one side of Britain to the other.
139AD – Construction on the Antoine wall  begins
287AD – Carausius, leaders of the Roman British Fleet, leads a revolt and proclaims himself Emperor. A fellow rebel Allectus kills him 6 years later.
360’sAD – There is a prolonged campaign of attacks on England from the North by Picts, the Scots and the Attacotti. Finally, in 369AD, they are driven out by the Roman General Theodosius.
396AD – The acting regent of the Roman Empire, Stilicho, transfers military authority from Rome to Britain.
407AD – Emperor Constantine 111 withdraws the final Roman legion, the Second Augusta, to take it to Gaul in France
409AD – Britons expel all remaining Roman officials and fight for themselves. Britain is now independent.
	The Romans were great trendsetters of the ancient world – what they didn’t invent, they copied and adapted from others, transporting new ideas across the Empire:
* towns – Londinium (London), Aqua Sulis (Bath), Lindum Colonia (Lincoln), Chester and Colchester
* Many of our buildings (Architecture) and how they are heated – From military structures such as forts and walls to baths and aqueducts. Before the Romans, buildings were made of timber and were round. The Romans built in stone in straight lines and in a grand scale
* the way we get rid of our sewage – Romans kept their towns and forts clean through drainage and access to fresh water using aqueducts to bring water in and drains to keep the streets and houses clean.
* the roads we use – Roman roads were wide and straight often with paving. These were a necessity for horses and carriages to transport goods. The A1 to York is still the old route of a Roman road.
* our calendar – The Julian calendar (named after Julius Caesar) was the first to consist of 365 days with a leap year every 4 years. This is now known as the Gregorian calendar. The months of July and August are named after Julius Caesar and Emperor Augustus. 
* some of our wild animals (chickens) and trees (chestnut)
* religion
* the words and language we speak (based in Latin) – Latin became the language of religion, law and administration and many of modern words still derive from this language. 
* how we calculate distances
* our number system
* why we use money to pay for goods (trade) 
* food (apples, pears and peas) as well as fast food when they introduced street stalls.
* law and order
	The Romans often took existing ideas and developed them in ways that had not been done before. They thought “outside the box” and looked to the best ideas from other areas in order to develop them for themselves. 
They accepted many different cultures, did not allow the colour of someone’s skin to determine their position in society, and was much more diverse than is often thought. 
If people can accept others and learn from their ideas and cultures, they can then adapt and develop them to create the best innovations.
By being accepting and curious and wanting to create the best society possible, our actions can also shape our futures.
