· Can I compare and order numbers from 0 to 100 using > < and = signs?
· Can I read and write all numbers to at least 100 in numerals and words?
· Can I use place value and number facts to solve problems?
	· Can I use addition and subtraction facts to 20 fluently?
· Can I use addition and subtraction facts known to derive and use related facts to 100?
· Can I add and subtract a 2-digit number and ones?
· Can I add and subtract a 2-digit number and tens?
· Can I add and subtract two 2-digit numbers?
· Can I add three 1-digit numbers?
· Can I check my answers using the inverse?
· Can I solve problems involving addition and subtraction?
	· Can I recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5 and 10 multiplication tables?
· Can I read scales in divisions of 1s, 2s, 5s and 10s?
· Can I recognise odd and even numbers to 100?
· Can I use x ÷ and = to write and calculate statement?
· Can I solve problems involving multiplication and division?
	· Can I name the fractions 1/3, 1/4, 1/2 and 3/4 of lengths, shapes, a set of objects or quantities?
· Do I understand that all fractions of a whole must be equal parts?
· Can I recognise simple equivalent fractions? (2/4 = 1/2)

· Can I compare and order lengths, mass, capacity using >, < and =? 
	· Can I compare and sequence intervals of time? 
· Can I tell time to 5 minutes and draw these times on a clock face?
· Can I read the time on a clock to the nearest 15 minutes?
· Do I know the number of minutes in an hour and number of hours in a day?
	· Can I use the symbols £ and p to combine amounts and make particular value?
· Can I find different combinations of coins to equal same amounts?
· Can I solve problems when adding and subtracting money, including giving change?
