[image: ]As researchers, we are using the IPads and laptops to find out about where we live and climate change. We will be researching Royston alongside our Geography exploration in ‘Who do you think you are?’. 
  As artists this half term, we are looking at aboriginal artists and the different styles that they use. During this exploration of ‘Who do you think you are?’, we are also looking at how we different colours to print and create texture. 
In literacy this half term, we are exploring; who we think we are in relation to where we live, our heritage and how our actions effect the world around us. We are looking at autobiographies that inform readers about us. Additionally, we are writing non-chronological reports that inform readers about climate change. We will be able to draw our information from our research inquiries; including ancestral research and research on climate change.
