[image: ]In literacy this half term, we are exploring how life in WW2 affected people at home in Britain. We are looking at newspaper reports that inform readers about key events such as ‘Black Saturday’. Additionally, we are writing character description to coincide with our sketches of evacuees. We will be able to draw on our own experiences to emphasise with the evacuees.
 
As researchers, we are using the IPads and laptops to find out different information about WW2. We are also using computers to edit digital images for our Lichtenstein artwork.

During this exploration of WW2, we are also looking at how we use lines, tone and shapes to create a sketch of evacuees.  We are working with Mrs. Barber            during our art sessions. 

 As part of our exploration, we are working with mouldable materials to create clay models. To complete our models, we will be working on our resilience and perseverance skills.
In R.E we are studying a range of different religions. We will be looking at different practices and ways of life within Hinduism, Christianity and Islam. We will also consider the importance of religious expression. 
In French, we are recapping all of our previous knowledge and then looking at a French Christmas and all the vocabulary surrounding it. 

In P.E we are                    playing netball and we are focusing on developing our throwing, catching, attacking and defending skills. We are also learning key positions in the game. 
As historians this half term, we are exploring the battles of WW2 and the impact that the war had on civilians.  We will also explore how the actions of the past have  effected our lives today and how our actions may affect our future.
