





Return to school starting from 9th June
Parent Handbook

The current planning from the DfE is that primary schools will reopen from 9th June for Nursery, Reception, Year 1 and Year 6, with an ambition that all primary children return to school before the summer in some form, if feasible. This depends on 2 main assumptions:
 
· Progress in containing the Coronavirus continuing and the Government being clear that certain conditions have been met. 

· The capacity of the academy to be able to accommodate the increased numbers of those year groups from a health and safety, staffing, space, hygiene and educational perspective.

Our initial plan is to phase the introduction of year groups in slowly to ensure the safety of your children, our staff and the wider school community.

The following guidance has been produced by senior staff at Carlton Primary Academy to inform parents on ways they can and should contribute to the safety of their child(ren)’s school attendance.

Before school

· Ensure your child is well enough to attend school. If in doubt, please call the office BEFORE bringing your child to school
· If your child or anyone in your household is displaying symptoms of COVID 19, please inform school immediately. DO NOT BRING YOUR CHILD TO SCHOOL, call 111 or visit www.nhs.co.uk 
· Ensure children wear a new set of clean clothes each day, they must be suitable for school, we are not however expecting children in uniform.
· No belongings, other than lunchboxes and a full water bottle, are to brought into school - leave reading books, book bags etc at home, school will sort all of this
· Ensure everyone, before leaving the house, washes their hands for 20 seconds using soap and warm water
· Take the opportunity to remind children about safe practice like coughing into elbows, ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’, not touching face etc




The journey to school

· Plan your journey in good time; it is imperative that children arrive on time (within their designated time slot) and at the correct entrance
· Walk only with family groups - children will be excited to see one another but they must remain socially distant (2 metres or more)
· Avoid public transport; take the opportunity wherever possible to walk or cycle to school
· If you have to use the car, keep the number of people in the car to a minimum and ensure handwashing/sanitising occurs before leaving DO NOT PARK ON HAIGH CROFT OR CEDAR CLOSE 
· Avoid popping to the shop on the way, do this on the way home if required

Arriving at school/In school
A member of staff will be available to support you, however you must not approach them closer than the 2m distance.

· Ensure you arrive at school on time. DO NOT ARRIVE EARLY OR LATE AS THIS WILL CAUSE CONGESTION AROUND THE GROUNDS.
· Remain at least 2 metres away from others at all times - markings will be provided to support this, staff will challenge anyone flouting this measure
· Please keep all children with you at all times
· Once children are dropped off, please leave the surrounding school premises immediately, continuing to abide by social distancing guidelines
·  Any significant messages must be left at office via telephone (there will be no access to the school office unless prior appointment is made - there will be a capacity set up for telephone meetings with class teachers and parents if this is necessary.
· Late arrivals must buzz at the main entrance following the social distancing guidance and wait for instruction.
· If a child is displaying symptoms such as a high temperature or dry, persistent cough, you will be phoned and will have to collect them immediately.  The child will be kept isolated, under supervision, until they are collected.
· Any parents will be contacted if; a child is struggling to adhere to the social distancing rules or amendments to behaviour policy, to discuss the next steps in order to maintain pupil and staff safety.


Pick up

· Ensure whoever is picking your child up is on time and collects your child from their allocated collection point. They should try to arrive as close to the pick-up time as possible to minimise the numbers of people waiting around (allocated adult primarily should be a member of household)
· Remain at least 2 metres away from others at all times - markings will be provided to support this
· There will be an opportunity for a quick message, but anything needing longer conversation must be passed to the office via telephone
· Depart the immediate grounds surrounding the school promptly and adhere to social distancing rules

Before the next day

· Ensure children’s clothes go straight to washing baskets/machines when they enter the household (if you are struggling with this please let us know)
· It may become good practice for children to have showers/baths earlier than they normally would, decreasing the risk of transmission from school to the household
· Talk to your child(ren) about anything that may be causing them to be stressed or anxious about school
· Remind children about safe practice likes coughing into elbows, ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’, not touching face etc
· Ensure a clean set of washed clothes is ready to wear

What we’ll be doing

· Following the guidance from Health and Safety consultants.
· Children will be kept within their small class/group all day with the same teacher(s) each day
· Classes will be split in half at least, with no more than 15 children per small group
· The timetable will be completely rewritten: staggered breaks, lunches, outdoor learning etc, ensuring groups do not mix at any time
· All small groups will use the same classroom or area of a setting throughout the day
· Each phase will have their own associated toilet block where possible. Where this may not be possible see below.
· We’ll ensure that toilets work on a 1 in 1 out system and protocols are in place for this.  Children will be shown what to do.
· Staff rooms and offices will have limited occupancy; staff will also not mix throughout the day
· Children will eat in their rooms to facilitate safe practices during lunchtimes
· In classrooms, desks will be spaced as far apart as possible
· Play equipment will be appropriately and regularly cleaned between groups of children using it, and multiple groups will not use it simultaneously
· Soft furnishings, soft toys and toys that are hard to clean (such as those with intricate parts) will be removed from classrooms
· Surfaces that the children will be touching, such as toys, books, desks, chairs, doors, sinks, toilets, light switches, bannisters, will be cleaned more regularly than normal
· There will be no shared resources taken home and will in some cases be stopped altogether, this includes school reading books
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The sharing of equipment will be prevented where possible and each child will have their own stationary pack in school 
· Children will be cleaning their hands more often than usual; on arrival at the setting, before and after each break, before and after eating, after sneezing or coughing etc
· School will promote the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach
· School will encourage children not to touch their mouth, eyes, ears and nose
· Where possible, all spaces will be well ventilated using natural ventilation (opening windows) and propping doors open, where safe to do so (bearing in mind fire safety and safeguarding), to limit use of door handles and aid ventilation
· Staff will help in cleaning frequently touched surfaces, and school will be cleaned by our cleaning team daily, as usual, including a regular ‘deep clean’
· School will be closed to all children (except key worker) on Fridays to ensure that the whole Academy can be fully sanitized weekly by all staff, Staff Professional Development, Teachers PPA and Safeguarding checks.
· All of the above will be reviewed weekly and amended as appropriate.
