· Tracking mechanisms that enable school to identify which Internet sites have been visited and to monitor Internet access.
· Educating our pupils about the potential consequences of accessing unsuitable areas of the Internet.

· I know that the school may check my computer files and may monitor the Internet sites I visit. 
· I understand that if I deliberately break these rules, I could be stopped from using the Internet or computers.
