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[bookmark: _GoBack][image: ] As geographers, we are looking at how the British Empire grew under Queen Victoria’s rule and which countries she colonised. We will be using atlas and maps skills to identify the countries. 
With Mr. Francis our music specialist, we are learning the cornet. We are learning how to read music and the notes C, D, E and F. We are preforming in a school concert in December to show off everything we have learnt so far. 









In French, we are recapping all of our previous knowledge and then looking at a French Christmas and all the vocabulary surrounding it. 


We are learning all the skills needed to play Netball with Mr. Walters on a Friday aiming to have a competitive game within the class. On a Wednesday, we have Team Active where we are learning different skills. 
As historians this half term, we are exploring the society, industry and colonisation within the Victorian era.  We are looking at the inventions, the food, the clothes, the jobs and lots, lots more


In literacy this half term, we are exploring how the Victorians lived and putting this information into an information text in the style of Horrible Histories. We are reading A Christmas Carol and then we are going to write our own version of the story. 
As mathematicians this half term, we are focusing on the four rules of number (addition, subtraction, multiplication and division) as well as handling data in the form of bar charts and telling the time. 
As part of our exploration, we are looking at making gingerbread. Where it originated from and why the Victorians had it in their homes.
